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Funding for research focused on ME/CFS for FY2007-FY2015. All data based on RePorter. Total funding for NIH was $39,701,812, indirects totaled $11,417,891, and directs totaled $28,283,921. 
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total, 11 institutes supported ME/CFS from FY2007-present (Chart 3). The institutes funding ME/CFC related research, were NIAID(~$15.4M), NINDS (~$8.7M), OD (~$6.2M), NINR (~4.1M), NIAMS (~$4.1M), NHLBI (~3.4M), NIMH (~$1.2M), NIEHS (~$1.1M), NCCIH (~$0.5M), NICHD (~$0.25) and NIAAA (~$0.09M).
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Note: please thank the program staff from the Institutes and Centers on the trans-NIH Working Group even though the partners group will include other Feds. 
Some (specifically NIAID, NHLBI and NINR) have stepped up with ideas, offers of funding, and support for the intramural protocol. Others (we hope) will step up with funding for some of the initiatives still in development and those that will be discussed at the NINDS Council meeting later in the week.  
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
